 Try to imagine that all the water your home uses is not provided 

through a convenient faucet within your house, but needs to be personally 

carried there. The water source is three miles away, and you will need to 

make enough trips to supply your family with water sufficient for cooking, 

washing and drinking. To save some work you might even consider carry-

ing your laundry to the source of water instead of carrying the water to your home. That is the reality for millions 

around the world. Life revolves around worrying about water. The commu-

nity of Nkoisusu, which is nestled up against the foothills bordering Tanza-

nia, is no different. Their only sources of water have been a river several 

kilometers walk away, or the catchment pond, shown here, that they share 

with wildlife and livestock.   

 Water is one of the absolute ABCôs for life!  One of our partnering 

churches, Bethany Church of Long Beach, California, saw the need and 

acted. They used their Christmas offering to meet the dire need of fresh, 

clean water. The obstacles were many: cost, remote location and last but 

not least, the depth the well drillers would need to drill to find water.  

  

 Once the vision of a well was planted, by faith, we moved forward. What 

a blessing to have even our well drillers take time to pray for the task before 

them, and that God would bless  their labor. They hit water at 650 feet! We 

were cautiously ecstatic as we waited to know whether this well would also 

fall prey to the harsh salty minerals found in so many other boreholes. The 

results were in, 123 parts per million!!!  Our water was virtually salt freeé 

sweet and clear!!!!    
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The community of Nkoisusu does not know how to express their elation, 

gratitude and excitement. Dirty drinking water is a thing of the past! Water 

is of major importance to all living things,  and up to 60% of the human 

adult body consists of water. In John 4 we find the story of the Samaritan 

woman. Jesus shows us the importance of ñliving water.ò  John 4:14 says: 

ñ...whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst, but 

the water that I shall give him shall become in him a well of water springing 

up unto eternal life. ñ  

Along with physical 

water, it is our desire to bring spiritual water to the communities 

we serve. This is accomplished through  our Pastor Training sem-

inars, teams teaching VBS, Chronological teaching and using the 

Audio Bibles to reach those who have not had the opportunity to 

learn how to read for themselves. We are forever grateful to the 

churches and individuals that actively partner with us to make this 

a reality. Thank you for being part of the team that brings the gift 

of water, both physical and spiritual, that leads to eternal life.
